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Short-Term Internships with UNANIMA International
UNANIMA International extends an invitation to each of you, the members of those congregations who belong to UNANIMA International.

We are your presence at the United Nations working for systemic change and better policies in our areas of focus:

Women and children, particularly those living in economic poverty

Immigrants and refugees

Welfare of the planet.

As of November 2010, we have grown to include 17 congregations, with 17,500 members who have expertise as educators, health care providers, social workers, and development workers.  Our constituency spans 72 countries on all continents. Now we need to be sure that we are bringing the concerns of your members who are working on the ground to the consideration of the United Nations along with recommendations from them and their colleagues to make and implement the policies which will bring about a better world for all.
UNANIMA’s new programme of short-term internships in our office near the United Nations in New York City is designed to provide an experience that can help bridge the gap between what is happening at the United Nations and the concerns of the people with whom we work throughout the world.

The programme of internships provides a one to three month experience for up to three persons at a time who want to learn more about the possibilities of the United Nations for all of us. The internships will begin two times per year: 15 January and 1 October and will last for the length desired by each participant.  Interns will learn about the structure and the functioning of the United Nations and the nongovernmental organisations(NGOs) within it.  They will research issues of concern to them and they will follow the work of NGO Committees working on these issues. They can follow and contribute to NGO work on poverty eradication, sustainable development, environmental concerns, indigenous issues… to mention just a few possibilities.  They will attend UN meetings and advocate for better policy.
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What will UNANIMA International provide?
We will provide a choice of a place to live – often with a religious community, pay for the cost of room and board while the person is an intern, and offer a small living stipend of $500 USD per month while the person is an intern.  It will also provide access to the United Nations as well an orientation and accompaniment for those in the programme to ensure their ability to take maximum advantage of the internship.

What will need to be provided by the congregations in order for a member to participate in the programme?

You will need to provide for travel to and from New York, for passport and visa expenses, for medical coverage for the person coming while in the United States, and any additional expenses beyond the $500 living stipend offered by UNANIMA.

What are the steps to apply for this internship?
1. Fill out the application form for the internship which requires the support of your provincial or congregational leadership team by the required deadline.

3. UNANIMA International will respond to your application within a week after the deadline for applications has passed.

4. If you are accepted and need a passport, visa or other documents to come to the United States, you will need to complete this before the date of the beginning of the internship.

5.  Respond to other communication from UNANIMA International regarding housing, special needs and other logistical concerns.

6. Begin your internship!

Each set of internships will start at the same time to facilitate orientation and education of the interns.  However, these internships may end at different times depending on the desires of each intern and her congregation.
